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Christian James is part of the industrial research unit based at the University Centre Grimsby, specialising in Food Refrigeration and Process Engineering. The unit, known as FRPERC (the Food Refrigeration and Process Engineering Research Centre) moved to Grimsby Institute from Bristol University in 2009 and is now located in the biggest food processing centre in the UK as Grimsby is known as Europe’s Food Town. After graduating from Bristol in 1993, Christian has devoted his life to food research and consultancy and FRPERC is regularly asked by the UK government to carry out projects relating to cryogenics - the study of deep freezing in food.

Earlier in his career Christian worked for the UK government ministry responsible for agriculture, fisheries and food.Christian’s experience has been presented in numerous research papers, at conferences, in keynote lectures and in books.

He is now part of the Grimsby Institute international delivery team and is passing on his knowledge to the new generation of Chinese food technologists who are visiting the UK in the study abroad project between Guangzhou and Grimsby.

He is also leading on an important Anglo-Indian inter-government project to train cold chain tutors in India.
